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as a basis the students perform the following.

1. Review job trends in various careers, at the end of the lesson they choose two careers of interest. http://www.bls.gov/ocohome.htm
2. Research one of the careers, looking at qualifications, what to expect, pay, and work environment. http://www.jobweb.com/
3. Find colleges that offer degrees in each student’s field of interest. http://www.collegeboard.com/student/csearch/index.html
4. Set a plan for high school studies and extra-curricular activities that sets a student on the college route.

5. Write two resumes, using a resume template:  one current and one set in 10 years.

7. The students fill out job applications.  They prepare cover letters to accompany the applications.

8. Prepare a PowerPoint presentation about each student’s findings on a career. 

9. Share presentations.  Other students evaluate their peers.
