1) Notice the top tabs and side bar selections on the opening screen. 
2) Click on the movie icon in the upper right hand corner to view a movie on research methods using pinpoint. 
After you finish watching the movie, close the inside browser displaying the movie.  

 

 
 

3) Notice the left side bar; locate the Search Sources tab and click. Notice the categories—library, online 
subscriptions, and websites. To add or remove an information source, click on the box to the left of the source 
you wish to add or remove. A check mark beside the source includes the source in your search. Use this option 
to adjust search depth and breadth.  
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4) Click on quick (or advanced) search; both options are located on the left sidebar. Enter a word or phrase 
and choose type of information from the drop menu. 
5) Click  Search : Allow time for search to process. 

 

 
 

6) View search results and click on hyper linked text to read more information. Click on Add to place the 
resource on your list of project resources.     
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7) To view your list of collected resources click on My List  from the top tab menu. Choose to save and or print 
your list of sources.
