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Patterning

We have been working on making AB, AABB and AABBCC patterns with your child.

Patterning is used in my classroom in many ways. We do patterning activities with
the calendar by using different shapes or colors to represent each of the days of
the month. As days are added the daily helper must decide what piece comes
next. Then we practice saying the pattern using the shape or color names (ghost,
ghost, pumpkin, pumpkin etc.) We also name the pattern using letters. Each shape
is assigned a letter. Then the pattern is read (AABBAABB, etc.) Patterning is
used in many activities throughout the room. The children must complete the
pattern that is presented.
