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GUIDANCE 

COURSE SELECTION PROCESS 
 

1. Counselors conduct a course selection assembly with all grade levels. 

2. Students are advised to review the ñNEWò online high school curriculum guide by going 

to www.atlantictechcenter.com and clicking on the ATC Magnet High School link. 

3. Counselors review graduation and college/career prep requirements for each student.  

Student courses are pre-selected by counselors with consideration of prerequisite courses, 

grades, test scores, and teacher recommendation. 

4. Course selection sheets are sent home and reviewed by parents and students. 

5. Students meet individually with a counselor to discuss course selections. 

6. Students are advised to view their tentative schedule through Virtual Counselor.  

(Requests for schedule changes should be made before the end of the current school year 

or during the summer). 

7. Academic schedule changes initiated by counselor or teacher are permitted within the 

first two weeks of the semester.

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COLLEGE BOUND STUDENTS 
 

College bound students should be particularly selective in choosing their courses beginning in 

9
th

 grade.  A minimum of 15 credits in the core areas of English, Math, Social Studies, 

Science, and Foreign Language (2 consecutive years in one language) and 3 credits in 

approved electives is highly recommended.  The more competitive the college, the more 

extensive the requirements for admission. 

 

College bound students should have a substantial standardized test history.  The following 

tests are suggested:

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DUAL ENROLLMENT 

COLLEGE COURSES 
 

High school students who meet program requirements may currently enroll in courses that earn 

credit toward a Post-Secondary certificate, Associate Degree, or a Bachelor Degree.  Students 

must meet the following qualifications: 

 

 Earn a minimum of 11 credits (by June or August) or 13.5 at the mid-year point prior to 

enrollment. 

 Earn a minimum 3.0 unweighted grade point average prior to enrollment. 

 Obtain approval from the high school principal, guidance counselor and parent. 

 Obtain minimum standardized ACT, CPT or SAT placement scores prior to enrollment. 

 Select courses from the approved list. 

o A complete listing of courses for dual enrollment is available in the guidance 

office. 

 Satisfy prerequisites for certain courses as required. 

 Attend Broward Community College if course is offered at the community college level. 

 Maintain a 3.0 GPA in high school coursework and a 2.0 GPA in dual enrollment 

coursework in order to continue in the program. 

 Conform to all School Board and postsecondary institution policies and procedures. 

 All dual enrollment courses must be approved by a guidance counselor and administration. 

 

 

DUAL ENROLLMENT 

TECHNICAL COURSES 
 

Atlantic Technical Center and Technical High School has been approved by the School Board of 

Broward County to offer Dual Enrollment to our high school students that are enrolled in a 

technical program. 

 

Students must meet the following criteria: 

 Achieve a minimum 2.0 GPA (unweighted) 

 Meet or exceed the TABE requirements for their technical program 

 Currently enrolled in the second half of their technical program 

 

School counselors will be working with and advising students regarding dual enrollment options 

which will include TABE retesting and/or remediation, GPAs, and technical program 

completion.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT PROGRAM 

 

The Advanced Placement (AP) Program consists of over 30 college level courses and 

exams that are offered at high schools.  Courses are available in several subject areas.  

Participation in AP courses prepares students for college and university coursework.  

Successful completion of the course and receipt of a qualifying score on the national AP 

Exam will result in college credit and/or accelerated placement in college courses at 

many colleges and universities. 

 
THE TALENTED 20 PROGRAM 

 

Graduates from Florida public high schools who rank in the top 20% of their class and 

who have completed the required 18 units of core courses will be admitted into one of the 

11 state universities, although not necessarily the university of the applicantôs choice.  

After three notifications of denial, other universities will provide complimentary reviews 

of the transcripts of the Talented Twenty applicants at the request of the high school 

counselor.  Once a Florida university accepts a student, the guarantee for admissions has 

been considered met even if the student does not wish to attend that particular university.

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SILVER KNIGHT AWARD 

 

The Miami Herald instituted the Silver Knight Awards program in 1959 to recognize high 

school seniors for service to their school and community.  The essential qualification for 

a Silver Knight nominee is service to the school and the community.  Service does not 

have to be related to a nomineeôs category.  However, a nomineeôs classroom interests 

and achievements must be related to the category.

 Journalism 

 

Community service is evaluated by judges on the basis of the studentôs high school career 

(grades 9-12).  Some factors to be evaluated include independent thinking, creativity in 

problem-solving, leadership, perseverance and realization of goals. 

 

FLORIDA BRIGHT FUTURES SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 
 

This fund was created by the Florida Legislature to award scholarships to students who 

will be attending an eligible college, university, technical school, or community college 

in Florida within three years of high school graduation.  To receive a Florida Bright 

Futures Scholarship, applicants shall have been a resident of Florida for 12 months 

preceding the first day of classes for the academic year in which the award will be 

received.  There are 3 separate categories for which students may compete:  The Florida 

Academic Scholars, The Florida Medallion Scholars Award, and The Florida Gold 

Seal Vocational Scholars Award.  The 15 required academic college prep courses are 

listed below: 
 

 English 4 

 Math (Algebra I and Above) 3 

 Natural Science (2 with labs) 3 

 Social Science (World History, 

 American History, American Govt. /Economics) 3 

 Foreign Language (same language) 2 
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Students must have competitive qualifying scores on the SAT Reasoning Test or the ACT 

Test. 

 

FLORIDA ACADEMIC SCHOLARS AWARD 

 

The FASA pays 100% of tuition and fees at a Florida public university, or can be applied 

to a private university.  A student must have a 3.5 weighted GPA in the 15 specified 

credits required for admission to Florida state universities.  Students must also have 75 

hours of community service and a minimum 1270 SAT Reasoning score or 28 ACT score 

(Qualifying criteria are subject to change). 

 

 

FLORIDA MEDALLION SCHOLARS AWARD 

 

The FMSA pays approximately 75% of tuition and fees at a Florida public university or 

can be applied to a private university.  The student must have a 3.0 weighted GPA in the 

15 specified courses.  FMSA recipients who attend a public community college will 

receive 100% of tuition and fees.  No community service hours are required for this 

award.  (Qualifying criteria are subject to change). 

 

 

FLORIDA GOLD SEAL  SCHOLARS AWARD 
 

The FGSSA pays approximately 75% of tuition and fees at a Florida public university or 

the same amount will be applied to a private university.  The students must have a 3.0 

weighted GPA in the 15.5 specified graduation credits and a 3.5 weighted GPA in a 

technical program. Students must have a minimum SAT Reasoning score (440 Reading 

and 440 Math) or a minimum ACT score (17 English, 18 Reading and 19 Math).  

(Qualifying criteria are subject to change) 
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LANGUAGE ARTS  
 

English I 

Credit 1 9 

English I provides instruction in the Language Arts strands 

of reading, writing, speaking, listening, viewing, language, 

and literature.  It offers instruction in reading and 

vocabulary strategies necessary for comprehension of 

printed materials; research; the writing of effective 

paragraphs and multi-paragraph papers, with emphasis upon 

all stages of the writing process in timed and untimed 

assessments (prewriting, drafting, revising, editing, 

publishing); speech instruction including formal and 

informal presentations; evaluation of mass media; the 

analysis of genres and the study of language in conjunction 

with writing, concentrating on conventions of grammar, 

usage, and mechanics.  Technology is incorporated into all 

aspects of the course. 

PREREQUISITE:  None.  
 

English Honors I 

Credit 1 9 

English Honors I promotes academic excellence in English 

language arts through enriched experiences in reading, 

writing, viewing, speaking, listening, language and 

literature.  This course provides instruction in critical 

analysis of major literary genres.  Composition instruction 

focuses upon using the writing process in creative, 

technical, and traditional academic modes.  All phases of the 

writing process (timed and untimed) are addressed: 

prewriting, drafting, revising, editing, and publishing.  

Formal speaking experiences are provided.  Technology is 

incorporated into all aspects of the course.  

PREREQUISITE:  None.   
 

English II  

Credit 1 10 

English II provides instruction in the Language Arts strands 

of reading, writing, speaking, listening, viewing, language, 

and literature.  Content includes instruction in reading 

literature and in vocabulary strategies necessary to 

comprehend printed materials; the writing of essays for 

various purposes and audiences, using literary and 

nonliterary subjects; untimed and timed writings, utilizing 

all elements of the writing process where appropriate 

(prewriting, drafting, revising, editing and publishing); 

emphasis of applicable research; analysis of selections 

found in world literature; study of grammar, mechanics, 

usage and other conventions of standard written English in 

conjunction with writing; study of mass media, including 

analysis of propaganda and persuasion techniques; and 

instruction in speech, including analysis of effective 

techniques in oral presentations. Technology is incorporated 

into all aspects of the course. 

PREREQUISITE:  One English credit.  
 

English Honors II 

Credit 1 10 

English Honors II promotes excellence in English language 

arts through the study of world literature and enriched 

experiences in composition, speech, research, viewing, 

observing, and listening skills.  This course provides 

instruction in universal themes found in world literature as 

well as in the critical analysis of various genres in that 

literature.  Composition instruction emphasizes the creative, 

technical, and traditional academic modes of writing 

through the writing process (prewriting, drafting, revising, 

editing, and publishing); frequent timed and untimed 

practice is provided. The study of language includes usage, 

mechanics, and other conventions of standard written 

English as they relate to studentsô writing.  Formal and 

informal speaking opportunities are provided.  Vocabulary 

study is done in conjunction with reading and literature. 

Technology is incorporated into all aspects of the course. 

PREREQUISITE:  One English credit . 
 

English III  

Credit 1 11 

English III provides instruction in the Language Arts strands 

of reading, writing, speaking, listening, viewing, language, 

and literature. Composition instruction includes frequent 

practice in writing various types of multi-paragraph papers, 

including documented papers/projects.  Referencing and 

summarizing skills will be stressed as well as all phases of 

the writing process (prewriting, drafting, revising, editing, 

and publishing).  This study will include the analysis of 

representative examples of American literary works in 

various genres, as they illustrate distinctive national 

qualities and the ethnic and cultural diversity of the 

American experience. Vocabulary, grammar, and usage are 

studied in conjunction with literature and writing.  

Listening, speaking, viewing, observing, researching, and 

writing assignments are related to the study of American 

literature when appropriate. Technology is incorporated into 

all aspects of the course. 

PREREQUISITE:  Two English credits.  
 

English Honors III  

Credit 1 11 

This course promotes excellence in English language arts 

through enriched experiences in reading, writing, speaking, 

viewing, listening, language and literature.  Instruction 

includes frequent practice in writing various types of multi-

paragraph essays, including documented papers; written and 

oral analysis of American literature representing the ethnic 

and cultural diversity of the American experience; and 

analysis of American dialects reflected in the literature.  
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Reference skills and methods of summarizing are taught in 

the production of documented papers/projects.  All phases 

of the writing process are utilized where appropriate 

(prewriting, drafting, revising, editing, and publishing).  

Formal and informal speech experiences are provided. 

Technology is incorporated into all aspects of the course. 

PREREQUISITES:  Two  English credits.  
 

English IV 

Credit 1 12 

English IV provides instruction in the critical analysis of 

representative examples from British literature, as they 

reflect changes in the language and the development of the 

literary traditions of the English language.  Writing 

experiences are structured to provide practice in real-life 

writing situations likely to be encountered beyond 

secondary school, including technical, creative, and 

traditional modes.  Opportunity is provided to extend 

speaking, viewing, researching, and listening skills.  

Content includes instruction in vocabulary strategies and 

reading necessary for comprehension of printed materials.  

Technology is incorporated into all aspects of the course. 

PREREQUISITE:  Three English credits.  
 

English Honors IV 

Credit 1 12 

English Honors IV promotes excellence in English language 

arts through enriched experiences in communication skills 

and instruction in the literature of Great Britain. Instruction 

will cover the written and oral analysis of major British 

literary works of various genres in relationship to cultural 

influences and to the development of the literary traditions 

of the English language.  Writing assignments will develop 

studentsô abilities to interpret literature and analyze it 

critically.  All phases of the writing process will be utilized 

where appropriate (prewriting, drafting, revising, editing, 

and publishing).  Students will also extend their speaking, 

researching, viewing, and listening, skills.  Language study 

should include vocabulary and grammar in the context of 

literature and writing and an overview of the history of the 

language as reflected in literature.   

PREREQUISITE:  Three English credits.  
 

Advanced Placement English Language 

and Composition (AP) 

Credit 1 11 

The course provides a study of the semantic, structural, and 

rhetorical resources of the English language as they relate to 

the principles of effective writing.  Examples of prose from 

various fields and periods serve as models of effective 

writing.  This course provides a variety of writing 

opportunities that require the use of different styles and 

tones.  Students develop individual writing styles adaptable 

to writing needs in college.  Students are expected to take 

the Advanced Placement examination offered by the 

College Board. 

PREREQUISITES:  Two English credits  and 

teacher recommendation.

Students are expected to take the College Board 

examination for Advanced Placement English Composition 

and Literature.

Music Appreciation 

Credit  9 
The purpose of this course is to enable students to develop 

the knowledge and skills necessary to understand and 

appreciate how music is used in oneôs personal life as well 

as in varied cultures, societies, and historical periods.

-singing, listening, and playing instruments 

-music analysis 

-composition and improvisation 

-connections between music and other subject areas

LANGUAGE  
 

Spanish I 

Credit 1 9-12 

Modern Foreign Language I introduces students to the target 

language and its culture.  The student will develop 
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communicative skills and cross-cultural understanding.   

Specific content includes, but is not limited to, beginning 

skills in listening and speaking with special attention to 

pronunciation.  An introduction to reading and writing is 

also included as well as the fundamentals of grammar and 

culture.

Spanish II 

Credit 1 9-12 

Modern Foreign Language II reinforces the fundamental 

skills acquired by the students in Modern Foreign Language 

I.  The course develops increased listening, speaking, 

reading, and writing skills as well as cultural awareness.  

Specific content to be covered is a continuation of listening 

and oral skills acquired in Modern Foreign Language I.

Algebra I 

Credit 1 9-12

real number system including rational and irrational 

numbers, exponents, square roots, radicals, absolute value, 

and scientific notation, varied means for analyzing and 

expressing patterns, relations, and functions including 

words, tables, sequences, graphs, and algebraic equations, 

variables, algebraic expressions, polynomials, and 

operations with polynomials, coordinate geometry and 

graphing equations and inequalities, data analysis concepts 

and techniques including introductory statistics and 

probability, and varied solutions strategies for inequalities, 

linear and quadratic equations, and for systems of equations.  

PREREQUISITE:  Teacher recommendation.  
 

Algebra I Honors 

Credit 1 9-12 

Algebra I Honors is a rigorous course designed to develop 

the algebraic concepts and processes that can be used to 

solve a variety of real-world and mathematical problems.

The content will include, but not be limited to, 

geometric constructions, terminology and fundamental 

properties of geometry, coordinate geometry and graphing 

of linear functions and inequalities, inductive reasoning and 

informal proof, introduction to deductive reasoning, 

measurement of plane and solid figures, including 

perimeter, area, volume, and applications of the 

Pythagorean Theorem, exploration and application of 

geometric relationships including parallelism, 

perpendicularity, congruence, and similarity, and symmetry 

and transformations, including flips, turns, and slides. 

PREREQUISITE:  Algebra I, Algebra Ib, or 

Applied Mathematics II and Teacher 

Recommendation.  
 

Geometry 

Credit 1 9-12 

Geometry is a course designed to develop the geometric 

relationships and deductive strategies that can be used to 

solve a variety of real world and mathematics problems.  

The content will include, but not be limited to, geometric

polynomials, equations (linear and quadratic) and 

inequalities, coordinate geometry, functions, relations, and 

graphs, systems of linear equations and inequalities, 

properties of two-and-three-dimensional figures, geometric 

relationships, and basic concepts of data analysis and 

probability. 

PREREQUISITE:  Geometry or Informal 

Geometry and Teacher Recommendation.  
 

Algebra II  

Credit 1 9-12 

Algebra II is a course designed to continue the study of the 

structure of algebra and to provide the foundation for 

applying these skills to other mathematical and scientific 

fields.  Topics shall include, but not be limited to, structure 

and properties of the complex number system, arithmetic 

and geometric sequences and series, relations, functions,

The content shall include, 

but not be limited to, structure and properties of the complex 

number system, relations, functions, and graphs extended to 

exponential and logarithmic functions and their 

relationships to one another, operations with matrices, conic 

sections and their applications, proofs of trigonometric 

identities, application of trigonometry and the properties of 

similarity and congruence of triangles, data analysis, 

including measures of central tendency and dispersion, and 

probability, permutations and combinations. 

PREREQUISITE:  Geometry or Geometry 

Honors and Algebra II or Algebra II Honors or 

Integrated Mathematics II and teacher 

recommendation.  
 

Trigonometry  

Credit 0.5 11-12 
The purpose of this course is to study circular and 

trigonometric functions and their applications.  The content 

will include, but not be limited to, the following:  circular 

and trigonometric functions and their inverses, 

trigonometric identities, graphs of trigonometric functions 

and their inverses, trigonometric equations, solutions of 

right and oblique triangles, and trigonometric form of 

complex numbers. 

PREREQUISITE:  Geometry or Geometry 

Honors and Algebra II or Algebra II Honors or 

Integrated Mathematics III o r Analysis of 
Functions and Teacher Recommendation.  

SPECIAL NOTE:  Earning credit in both 

Trigonometry and Analytic Geometry 

precludes the earning of credit in Pre -

Calculus.  
 

Analytic Geometry 

Credit 0.5 11-12 
The purpose of this course is to develop an understanding of 

the relationship between algebra, geometry, and 

trigonometry.  The content will include, but not be limited 

to, the following:  linear equations, graphs and curve 

sketching, Cartesian and polar coordinate systems, analytic 

proofs, vectors, conic sections, including transformations of 

axes, equations and graphs in polar form, parametric 

equations, and applications to real-world problem solving. 

PREREQUISITE:  Trigonometry and Teacher 

Recommendation.  

SPECIAL NOTE:  Earning credit in both 
Trig onometry and Analytic Geometry 

precludes the earning of credit in Pre -

Calculus  
 

Advanced Placement Statistics 

Credit 1 11-12 

AP Statistics is a course designed to give students college 

level mathematics under the guidance of the Advanced 

Placement Program.  Topics shall include, but not be limited 

to, exploratory data (observing patterns and departing from 

data), planning a study (deciding what and how to measure), 

producing models using probability and simulation, and 

statistical inference. The student enrolled in this course will 

be expected to take the Advanced Placement Examination in 

Statistics. 

PREREQUISITE:  Algebra II or Algebra II 

Honors and teacher recommendation.  
 

Pre-Calculus 

Credit 1 10-12 

The purpose of this course is to emphasize the study of 

functions and other skills necessary for the study of 

calculus. Topics shall include, but not be limited to, 

polynomial, rational, exponential, inverse, logarithmic, and 

circular functions; sequences; series; theory of limits; 

vectors; conic sections; polar coordinates; symbolic logic; 

mathematical induction; and matrix algebra. 

PREREQUISITE:   Geometry or Geometry 

Honors and Algebra II or Algebra II Honors or 

Integrated Mathematics III and teacher

Math Analysis 

Credit 1 11-12 
Math Analysis is a course designed to emphasize the skills 

necessary for the study of calculus.  Topics shall include, 

but not limited to, the extension of polynomial functions, 

exponential and logarithmic functions, sequences and series, 

mathematical induction, symbolic logic, matrix algebra, the 

concept and theory of limits, vectors, and conic sections. 

PREQUISITE:  Trigonometry and Analytic

Calculus and Teacher Recommendation.  
 

Calculus 

Credit 1 10-12 

This course is designed to provide a foundation for the study 

of advanced mathematics.  Topics shall include, but not be 

limited to, elementary functions, hyperbolic functions, 

limits and continuity, derivatives, differentiation including 

partial differentiation, applications of the derivative, 

antiderivatives, definite integrals, indeterminate forms, and 

applications of the integral. 

PREREQUISITE:  Pre -Calculus and teacher 

recommendation.  
 

Advanced Placement Calculus AB 

Credit 1  10-12 

AP Calculus AB is a course designed to offer students 

college level mathematics under the guidelines of the 

Advanced Placement Program.  Topics shall include, but not 

be limited to, elementary functions, hyperbolic functions, 

limits and continuity, derivatives, differentiation including 

partial differentiation, applications of the derivative, 

antiderivatives, definite integrals, indeterminate forms, and 

applications of the integral. The student enrolled in this 

course will be expected to take the Advanced Placement 

Examination in Calculus AB. 

PREREQUISITE:  Pre -Calculus and teacher 

recommendation.  
 

Math for College Readiness 

Credit 1 12 
Math for College Readiness is a secondary-postsecondary 

readiness mathematics course, which is equivalent to 

Intermediate Algebra, MAT 1033. approved for delivery as 

a high school mathematics course for 12th grade students.  

This course is a continuation of algebra containing topics 

such as factoring polynomials, operations with rational 

expressions, absolute value, exponents, radicals, and roots, 

complex numbers, linear and quadratic equations and linear 

inequalities, graphs, systems of equations, and functions, all 

with applications throughout the course.  Problem solving 

involving real-life scenarios is an integral part of this 

course.  This course will teach students to understand and 

communicate concepts of algebra in the language of 

mathematics, both orally and written.  This course enhances 

studentsô problem-solving skills, and helps prepare the 

student for college-level mathematics and mathematics-

based courses.  due to the nature of this course, calculators 

are NOT permitted.  Upon successful completion of this 

course, students should be able to demonstrate knowledge of 

skills necessary to enter college-level mathematics courses 

such as MAC 1105, STA 2023, MGF 1106 or MGF 1107 

when they retake the CPT for college entrance. 

PREREQUISITE:  Placement is determined by 
scores on either the CPT, SAT, or ACT.

Personal Fitness (Required) 

Credit .50 9-12 

Personal Fitness provides students with opportunities to 

develop an individual optimal level of physical fitness, 

acquire knowledge of physical fitness concepts, and acquire 

knowledge of the significance of lifestyle on oneôs health 

and fitness.  The content includes knowledge of the 

importance of physical fitness, assessment of the health 

related components of fitness, health problems associated 

with inadequate fitness levels, application of biomechanical 

and physiological principles to improve and maintain 

fitness, safety practices and psychological values of fitness 

including stress management, and sound nutritional 

practices and consumer issues related to physical fitness. 

PREREQUISITE:  None.

Fitness Lifestyle Design provides students with 

opportunities to extend the acquisition of knowledge of 

physical concepts included in ñPersonal Fitness,ò acquire 

knowledge of designing, implementing, and  evaluating a 

personal fitness program, and develop an individual optimal 

level of physical fitness.

Critical Thinking and Study Skills (SAT 

Prep) 

Credit .50 10 
The purpose of this course is to enable students to develop 

learning strategies, critical-thinking skills, and problem-

solving skills to enhance their performance in academic and 

nonacademic endeavors.  The content should include, but 

not be limited to, the following:  learning strategies, 

strategies for acquiring, storing, and retrieving information, 

strategies for oral and written communication, time 

managements and organizational skills, critical-thinking 

operation, processes, and enabling skills, problem-solving 

skills and strategies, test-taking skills and strategies, and 

strategies for linking new information with prior knowledge.

Advanced Reading (SAT Prep)

This semester course focuses on Scholastic Aptitude Test 

preparation by developing advanced reading skills for 

students who plan to continue their formal education after 

high school.  The content emphasizes vocabulary, 

comprehension, study skills, and test-taking skills.  Students 

will improve literal, inferential, critical, and creative 

reading skills, as well as reading rate.  Students will be able

Biology I 

Credit 1 9-10

principles of genetics, biological change through time, 

classification, microbiology, structure and function of plants 

and animals, structure and function of the human body, and 

ecology. 

Laboratory activities that include the use of the scientific 

method, measurement, laboratory apparatus, and safety are 

an integral part of this course.

population biology.  Laboratory activities that include the 

use of the scientific method, measurement, laboratory 

apparatus, and safety are an integral part of this course.

Integrated Science I 

Credit 1 10 
The purpose of this course is to provide opportunities to 

investigate the theories and ideas associated with the 

biological, earth, and physical sciences in a way that is 

relevant and usable.  Students construct science knowledge 

by formulating questions, making predictions, planning 

experiments, making observations, classifying, interpreting 

and analyzing data, drawing conclusions, and 

communicating.  The content should include, but not be 

limited to, the following:  the nature of science, the nature of 

matter, energy, force and motion, processes that shape the 

earth, earth and space, processes of life, and how living 

things react with their environment. 

PREREQUISITE:  None  
 

Chemistry I 

Credit 1 10-11 

Chemistry I will provide opportunities for students to study 

the composition, properties, and changes associated with 

matter.  Topics will include but not be limited to:  

classification and structure of matter, atomic theory, the 

periodic table, bonding, chemical formulas, chemical 

reactions, balanced equations, behavior of gases, physical 

changes, acids, bases, and salts.   

Laboratory activities that include the use of the scientific 

method, measurement, laboratory apparatus, and safety are 

an integral part of this course.

Chemistry I Honors 

Credit 1 10-12 

Chemistry I Honors will provide students with an 

opportunity to study the composition, properties and 

changes associated with matter.  Topics will include but not 

be limited to:  heat, changes of matter, atomic structure, 

bonding, the periodic tables, formulas, equations, mole 

concept, gas laws, reactions, solutions, equilibrium systems, 

and oxidation reduction reactions.

Kinematics, Newtonôs laws of Motion, conservation laws in 

classical mechanics, torque, rotational equilibrium, 

gravitation, oscillation, kinetic theory and thermodynamics, 

electrostatics, electric currents, magnetism, waves and 

optics, and modern physics.

Credit 1 11 

American History will provide students with the opportunity 

to acquire an understanding of the chronological 

development of the American people by examining the 

political economic, social, religious, military, scientific, and 

cultural events that have affected the rise and growth of the 

nation.  Content to be covered will include, but not be 

limited to, an understanding of geographic-historic and

Implicit in this is an understanding 

of the historical method, the inquiry process, historical 

reasoning and interpretation, and the issues of external and 

internal validity.  One credit of American history is required 

for graduation.

Advanced Placement American History 

Credit 1 11 

Advanced Placement American History will provide 

students with the opportunity to develop the analytic skills 
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and factual knowledge necessary to deal critically with the 

problems, content, and materials of American historic 

development.  This is done by focusing on persistent themes 

and change in history and by applying historical reasoning 

to seek solutions to contemporary problems.  Integral 

components of this course will include, but not be limited 

to, the formation of generalizations from primary sources in 

history, the synthesis and evaluation of information, the 

development of a set of criteria for judging proposed 

courses of action in terms of actual and projected 

consequences, the comparison of eras with similar trends, 

and analysis of the impact of major historical figures and 

groups on American and world events, the detection of bias 

in making conclusions, and the emergence of patterns in 

historical development.  Reference will be made to the 

current advanced placement course description for 

American History published annually by the College Board.  

This course will prepare students for possible college credit.  

Students enrolled must take the AP exam.  One credit of

Credit .50 12

comparison of the roles of the three branches of government 

at the local, state, and national levels, an understanding of 

the evolving role of political parties and interest groups in 

determining government policy, how the rights and 

responsibilities of citizens in a democratic state have 

evolved and been interpreted, and the importance of civic 

participation in the democratic political process.  One-half 

credit of American government is required for graduation.

American Government Honors 

Credit .50 12 

Students will acquire a comprehensive understanding of 

American government and political behavior.  Appropriate 

concepts and skills will be developed through an evaluation 

of the Declaration of Independence, the Constitution, and 

the Bill of Rights, an analysis of the roles of the three 

branches of government at the local, state, and national 

levels, a comparative view of the changing roles of the three

civic participation in democratic political processes.  One-

half credit of American government is required for 

graduation.

This course will give students a critical perspective on 

politics and government in the United States.

Credit .50 12 

Economics will provide students the opportunity to acquire 

an understanding of the way in which society organizes its 

limited resources to satisfy unlimited wants.  The student 

will be introduced to the major characteristics of the mixed 

market economic system in the United States and how the 

basic economic questions are answered.  Content will 

include, but not be limited to, using economic principles and 

reasoning in reaching decisions in the market place.  

Necessary to that understanding are the roles and impact of 

economic wants, productive resources, scarcity and choices, 

opportunity costs and trade-offs, economic incentives, 

specialization, comparative advantage, division of labor, 

interdependence, how markets work, savings and 

investment, the role of the citizen as producer, consumer, 

and decision-maker, the role and function of government 

policy, the role of money, financial institutions and labor, 

distinctions between micro and macro economic problems, 

and the similarities and differences of other economic 

systems. 

One-half credit of economics is required for graduation. 

PREREQUISITE:  Recommended for 12th 

Grade.  
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Economics Honors 

Credit .50 12 

Economics Honors will provide students the opportunity to 

acquire a comprehensive understanding of the way in which 

society organizes to utilize its limited resources to satisfy 

unlimited wants and the distinguishing characteristics of 

other types of economic systems with particular attention to 

the American mixed system.  The major emphasis is to 

provide the student with the tools to examine and analyze 

the implications of market solutions and public policy 

decisions related to economic problems.  Specific content to 

be covered will include, but not be limited to, the role and 

impact of economic wants, productive resources, scarcity 

and choices, opportunity costs and trade-offs, economic 

incentives, specialization, comparative advantage, division 

of labor, interdependence, price determination, types of 

market failures, savings and investment, the role and 

function of governmental policy, labor supply and demand, 

the distinction between micro and macroeconomic 

problems, types of competition, inflation, unemployment, 

monetary and fiscal policy, and socioeconomic goals:  

freedom, economic efficiency, equity, full employment 

stability, and growth.  One-half credit of economics is 

required for graduation. 

PREREQUISITE:  Recommended for 12th Grade.  
 

Advanced Placement Microeconomics 

Credit .50 12 

Advanced Placement Microeconomics gives students an 

opportunity to analyze the behavior of individual 

households, firms, and markets, and how prices and outputs 

are determined in those markets.  Students will also analyze 

price mechanism, resource allocation and income 

distribution.  Students will understand fundamental 

economic concepts, vocabulary, and statistical interpretation 

of economic data.  Student will also gain an understanding 

of governmentôs role in the capitalistic marketplace.  Course 

outline will adhere to the College Board.  Students may 

receive college credit after testing.  This course qualifies for 

Florida Scholars Program.  Students enrolled must take the 

AP exam.
