Membership Agreement 2009 
 

Please read and sign. Submit with your application to National Honor Society. 
To maintain membership in the ATCMHS National Honor Society, you must meet the following 
requirements: 

1. Scholarship – a 3.0 unweighted cumulative GPA must be maintained. 
2. Character – a continued record clear of school disciplinary action. This means NO 

referrals, NO persistent misconduct – defined as more than 3 detentions for the same type 
of offense; more than 3 unexcused absences (class cuts).  

3. Service – a minimum of 60 hours per year; 20 of these must be rendered to the 
school’s NHS chapter. 

4. Dues, attendance at meetings and participation in chapter activities – Dues of $20 must 
be paid at the time of acceptance. Standing members will pay their annual $20 dues each 
fall. Attendance at a MINIMUM of 7 chapter meetings is required. Members are 
expected to participate in all chapter projects to the best of their abilities. 

 
The following procedures will be followed regarding Probation and Removal from National 
Honor Society: 

1. Scholarship – If a student’s GPA falls below the minimum 3.0 at the conclusion of one 
semester, the student will be notified and will be placed on probation for one semester. If 
at the end of that time, minimum standards are not met, the school NHS Membership 
Committee will meet to make the final decision regarding dismissal from NHS. 

2. Character – If the student receives a referral, or exhibits “persistent misconduct,” the 
school NHS Membership Committee will meet to decide whether the event warrants a 
probation of one semester or immediate dismissal. The seriousness of the event will be 
considered. 

3. Service hours, attendance, participation: If a student is not meeting his or her obligations 
to the chapter after a period of one semester, he or she will be placed on probation for one 
semester. If at the end of that time, requirements for membership are not met, the NHS 
Membership Committee will meet to make the final decision regarding dismissal. 

4. Please Note: Dismissal from NHS is PERMANENT. Once dismissed, a student may not 
re-apply OR re-enter.
