» Explain how to calculate routes.
(This process involves entering
a start and finish location,
verifying that the software
identified the correct locations,
determining a good mid-trip
location to stay overnight, and
locating points of interest that
can be visited along the way.)

+ Explain the concepts of north,
south, east, and west as related
to Earth. (On a globe or
map, a grid divides Earth by
latitude and longitude lines.
The equator is the dividing line
between north and south. The
prime meridian divides east and
west.
