4. First Person Account
Your report should be at least 2 pages in length and contain all of the following. You will be graded based on the “6+1 Writing Rubric”. If you do not achieve a passing grade based on that rubric, the report will be considered incomplete (this piece will receive a grade for English Composition). 

If any of the following information is not included, the report will be considered incomplete. If your report is incomplete, another report must be completed.

Required Information:

A first person account means you must pretend to be that person when you are writing. Give details about where you are, who is involved, what is happening, why is it happening, and how you feel about it. Give details, make the person come alive in your writing.
