Bibliography Information
Refer to your Reference Folder for additional information on how to write bibliography cards to help organize your resources.

For a book with one author:
· Author’s last name, author’s first name

· Title of the book

· Place of publication (what city)

· Name of publisher

· Year of publication (the most recent listed)

EXAMPLE:

Kuoshe, Laurence. The Bermuda Triangle Mystery – Solved. New York: Harper-Row, 1975.

For encyclopedias:

· Name of the author of the article (if given)

· Title of the article (in quotation marks)

· Title of the encyclopedia (underlined)

· Year of publication (what edition)

EXAMPLE:

Kendall, Pete M. “Richard III.” World Book Encyclopedia. 1993 ed.
For internet sites:

· Name of author/editor (if given)

· Name of the web site (underlined)

· Name of the sponsoring institution or organization (if given)

· Date of your access

· Give the URL

EXAMPLE:

Graham, Sadie. Training Your Pet. Dog Lovers of America. October 16, 2006. http://www.dogloversofamerica.com/training.html
