
For the problem


12 divided by 7


You will see it written like this also:


12


7


Set up your division problem like this:
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Your goal is to see 


how many times 


7 will go into 12 and 


if there is anything left over.








Your first question is:


How many times does 7 go into 1?





7 is larger than 1, so it can’t go into 1.


Write a “0” above the number you were checking (“1”).
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Now, multiply the “0”


by your denominator “7” 


and write the product (answer) 


under the “1”.

Drop your next numeral down


next to your product.
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Now,


See how many times


7 will go into 12


and write that number 


(it can’t be greater than 9)


above the next numeral (“2”).
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You can add a decimal point after a whole number if there’s a remainder. 
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Now, add as many “0”s as you need and drop them like you did before to solve the problem.


“7 goes into 50…”
