Factor Trees

Factor Trees – A diagram showing the prime factors of a number.

These are very easy to do with a little practice.

Take a number, then think of what factors you can multiply together to get that number.

Example:   24.   6 x 4 = 24.  

Then, repeat the process with each of those numbers until you have prime numbers. (Prime Numbers are numbers whose factors are only 1 and itself.)
Here’s how it’s drawn:
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The Prime Factorization is    2 x 3 x 2 x 2.
