Fractions to Decimals
A fraction is just a smaller piece of a whole.

A decimal is another way to write a fraction.

Equivalent means “equal to”. To find a fraction’s equivalent decimal, we 

use division.

To change a fraction into a decimal, follow these steps:
1. Divide the numerator by the denominator.

Example:   4  (numerator)

2. Now we just divide like we always have, except now we won’t work
