Building a Volcano

Materials needed:
6 cups flour

2 cups salt

4 tablespoons cooking oil

2 cups warm water

20-ounce plastic soda bottle

Red food coloring

Liquid detergent

2 tablespoons baking soda

Vinegar

Funnel

Baking pan

Newspaper

Directions:

1. Put some newspaper over the table and floor where you will be working.

2. Mix the flour, salt, oil, and warm water together. Mix it with your hands until it is smooth. If it is too dry and crumbly, add a little more water. 

3. Stand the soda bottle in the middle of a baking pan. Press the dough up against and around the bottle. Shape the dough to look like a volcano. Do not cover or get dough inside the opening of the bottle. 

4. Mix together some warm water and a few drops of red food coloring. Using the funnel, pour the red water into the opening so the bottle is filled almost to the top.

5. Add 6 drops of liquid detergent to the bottle. Pour the baking soda through the funnel.  To start the volcano: Slowly pour some vinegar to the bottle.
