Dear Parents and Guardians,

All of our students are encouraged and expected to perform acts of service for others. We
teach our St. Edmund Parish students that they can and should make the giving of their time
and talent to others a lifelong endeavor. To that end, we are instituting a new program of
service for 6t, 7th, and 8t graders. Every student in these grades will be required to perform
at least one service project per month this school year, for a total of 9 projects. Details about
that project will be recorded in a service log that each student will receive at school. The
projects that the students choose can be very simple such as shoveling snow for an elderly
neighbor or visiting a sick relative or they can be more elaborate.

In addition to the monthly service projects, the students will also be required to attend
Social Justice Days on various Saturdays throughout the year. Sixth graders must attend 1
day, 7t graders must attend 2 days, and 8t graders must attend 3 days. These Social Justice
Days are another opportunity for our students to provide service to others as well as to
learn about pertinent justice issues in our world today. Students must sign up for the
date(s) that they would like no later than September 10. Below you will find a list of the
available dates and the topics to be discussed. Each session will last approximately 2 hours,
from 11 AM until 1 PM. The session will consist of a presentation/discussion as well as a

* service activity.
Service to others should be a lifelong commitment. Through this new program your child

will have a better idea of exactly what service means and the multitude of ways we all can
make our world a better place.
