	Accommodations for Low Vision



	· Preferential event seating in well-lit areas with full view of the presenter and visual aids.
· Publications in audiotaped or electronic formats.
· Computers with optical character readers (which convert print to electronic output), or speech output.
· The use of a reader for materials only available in print.
· Braille reading materials/ Braille formatted document.
· The use of a reader for materials only available in small print.
· Verbal descriptions of visual aids or demonstrations.
· Auditory versions of printed document.
· Optical character recognition (OCR), which scans printed text and provides a synthetic speech output or text-based computer file 
· Tactile graphic document.
· Computer Braille display
· Go mouseless!
	· Preferential event seating in well-lit areas with full view of the presenter and visual aids.
· Large-print reading materials (e.g., books, handouts, signs, and equipment labels). Large print is defined as 16- to 18-point bold type, depending on the typeface used.
· Publications in audiotaped or electronic formats.
· Computers with screen enlargers, optical character readers (which convert print to electronic output), or speech output.
· The use of a reader for materials only available in small print. 

· The use of a reader for materials only available in small print.
· A closed circuit TV connected to enlarge images of printed materials.
· Hand, stand, or portable magnifier
· Locator dots and/or large print keyboard labels for keyboard navigation 

· External computer screen magnifier
· Flicker-free monitor
· Frequent breaks to rest eyes when fatigue is a factor
