 We are thrilled to announce that the Career Complex will offer a new program in the 2009-2010 school 
year.  Our new program will be Information Technology.  Students will be given instruction on how to develop, 
support and integrate computing systems, network planning and technical support.  If you are curious about how 
computers operate, you might want to consider this course as one of your electives.    
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 The 2008-2009 school year got off to a wonderful start in 
student services. There were some changes including the new 
face of Ms. Lekeshia Jones. She has been busy from day one   
preparing for TABE Testing. All first year students took the    
locator and second year students were given the survey. These 

tests are vital to the placement of all career and technical students. On August 27-29, she attended a student   
services coordinator workshop, which helped her to become better acquainted with the skills necessary to be a 
great student services coordinator. During the month of September, she offered test preparation for those testing 
in Algebra I and English II. These two tests are  important to the academic attainment of our program offerings. 
During the month of October, skill building workshops were offered such as "Building Your Vocabulary", "How 
to Make Better Grades", and "Effective 
Study Habits". All CTE students were    
allowed an opportunity to attend at least one 
of these informative sessions. In November, 
a non-traditional grant proposal was       
submitted to the State Department for      
review. The grant will be used to recruit and 
retain    non-traditional students in our    
programs at the Career Complex.             
Non-traditional students are those that    
comprise less than 25% in a gender-based 
program (i.e. a girl in Auto Mechanics).  As 
mentioned earlier, student services has been 
very busy and the outlook is great!
