• Locate the picture (file) you want to upload. Click on the filename to select it,  
   click “Open.” (To upload more than one file, Ctrl-click on each filename.  
   You can upload 10 files at a time.)
• Click each thumbnail to select it, and enter information about all images. 
   This assures that the information in the yearbook is correct, if the photo is used.
• Click “Submit Image Information” when you are done.
