Ink and Cell Phone Recycling
Don’t forget to send cell phones and ink cartridges to be recycled in to the school with your child! 

Here are some facts about this program:

This recycling program keeps 95% of the ink cartridges that are sent into the school out of the waste stream (the

5% represents items that are too damaged or defective to recycle). We send them to various sources--directly to

remanufacturers (think someone like a Cartridge World) or mass collectors of these items who then move them to

the remanufacturers (these wind up in the "big box" stores aka OfficeMax, Staples, etc as their private label

brands). As far as the cell phones, these are moved to businesses who collect them in bulk and if the phone is

usable, they generally wind up in South America or China as these countries are a generation or two behind the

USA in cell phone technology. If they are not usable as a whole, they are parted out and they use these parts to

make working phones. Some cell phones may have no value as they may be too many generations old. However,

they can still dial 911. We have donated a good portion of these to the Cleveland Area Battered Womens

organization.

Did you know?
o Every year up to 400,000,000 ink/toner

cartridges are thrown away
o The plastic in these cartridges can take up

to 1000 years to decompose
o It takes 3 oz of oil to produce one inkjet

cartridge
o Over 38,000 tons of plastic and metal is

saved from our landfills annually through
recycling efforts

o There are an estimated 500 million
"retired" cell phones sitting in peoples
drawers not being used

o Cell phones in the waste stream contain
toxic lead and mercury

o While electronics make up a small
percentage of the physical space in a
landfill, they count for an estimated 75%
of these toxins infiltrating that same
landfill space

Stop putting these items into your garbage.
Recycle them at Northfield Elementary. You
will not only be helping the environment,
but our PTA receives a financial reward for
these items. Drop them off at the bin in the
front entrance of the school. Thanks for
helping the environment and your PTA!
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
