
Northfield has grown! This year we welcomed 35 new students to our school

and Miss Lauren Zaun to our Grade 4 teaching staff! Our class sizes are a

little larger than last year but still comfortable. We opened the year meeting

with all grade levels to review the Pillars of Character and we are beginning to

put them at the root of all we say and do. We use the vocabulary with our

students and every opportunity we can to reinforce the action as well as the

vocabulary. Every student took home a worksheet that asked them to describe

what it “looks like” when they are displaying these traits. Each month in the

newsletter, we will highlight one or two of the Pillars beginning with this month’s

word – RESPECT.

Respect is an important quality for students of all ages to understand and

emulate both in class and out. Help students review the qualities that respect

includes such as:

• Listening without interrupting

• Valuing oneself and others

• Obeying the rules at school and home

• Treating others the way one would like to be treated

These can be challenging concepts, especially for younger students. With the

help of both parents and teachers, however, children can explore them with

confidence and find answers that will help him or her grow into a person of

moral strength. At home, talk with your child in positive ways about how s/he

shows respect for others and about ways you can help your child reach his/her

goals while remaining respectful of others.
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In compliance with HB 282 all districts must screen for giftedness. The fall

assessment session includes screening in superior cognitive and specific academic

areas.

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Grade One

First graders have had a wonderful start to this year!

Students have started to get into their routines and are

learning how first grade works.

In math students are working with numbers and working in

their brand new math journal. We have also learned a

couple new games like number line monster squeeze, penny

dice and also Top-It! If you have a first grader be sure to

ask them if they know how to play these games.

In our language arts block students are reviewing the

letters and letter sounds, learning how to write in a journal

and also learning more about our strategies of solving

unknown words. In the coming weeks we will begin reading

in our anthologies and we will begin working in centers!

First graders are also learning more about the Pillars of

Character and citizenship in Social Studies. We are very

excited for our new students this year, and can’t wait to see

how far they will fly in first grade!
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Kindergarten Update
It’s amazing how much we’ve learned in the first few weeks of school. The Kindergartners have been very busy. They have

started settling into their opening routines and starting to learn how center time works. The children have been spending these

first few weeks getting familiar with their classroom, making new friends, learning new routines, and getting to know each other

better. They have spent time laughing and learning- and life is so good in C hallway!!

The kindergarteners have spent some time reviewing some of the alphabet books that they read this summer. The children had

an opportunity to talk about their favorite letter and make it out of clay. They also learned some new poems for their poetry

folders and poetry notebooks as well as a new calendar song about the Days of the week. The children will be starting our

Houghton Mifflin opening theme Welcometo Kindergartennext week. During the Welcometo Kindergartentheme, the children

will listen to many fables and folktales and learn some new poems and songs.

During the first few days of school, the children learned why rules are important and what our lives would be like without rules.

They learned that rules keep us safe and without rules, people might get hurt. After learning about the school rules, the children

created their own classroom rules and promised to follow them this year. JDr. Muffley and Mrs. Witt also came and talked to

the Kindergarteners about the Pillars of Character. The children learned about respect, responsibility, trustworthiness, caring,

citizenship, and fairness and what it means to display these traits.

The children also learned about authority figures at home and at school. They learned that an authority figure’s job is to help

keep others safe. Later this month, the children will move on to some government standards and learn about some of the symbols

of the United States. They will learn more about the flag, the Pledge of Allegiance, the Statue of Liberty, the Liberty Bell, and

the bald eagle.

In addition to our calendar routines, the children have been busy in math. They have already been exploring pattern blocks,

coins, and linking cubes. They have been reciting the days of the week as well as singing the Days of the Week song they

learned.

It’s going to be a great year in Kindergarten! We can’t wait to see what we will learn next month!

Grade Two
Second grade is off to an amazing start this school

year! It is so great to see the excitement for learning

with our students. Since school started we have been

focusing on being good citizens at Northfield

Elementary through our social studies unit on

Citizenship. The Pillars of Character have guided our

way! The students know the pillars and work hard

daily to use them in our classrooms. We have been

reading books about good citizenship traits.

In math, we have been working through Unit 1 of our

Everyday Math program by focusing on counting

money, using tally marks, using the number grid and

patterns. We reviewed skills and games from 1st

grade and even learned some new ones too! We

stress the focus of practicing math facts (+, -) at home

weekly. This will help to develop Fact Power!

Many new strategies in reading have been taught as

we begin our Houghton Mifflin series. We are really

enjoying the stories in our first theme titled Silly

Stories. The authors and stories are fantastic! Our

routines are in place and we are ready for a

wonderful year together in 2nd grade! Thank you for

a super start!



Grade Three

Welcome to all of our third graders! Third grade is such an exciting

year and full of learning! Thank you to all of the family members that

attended Open House as well as our Curriculum Coffee. If you were not

able to attend our Curriculum Coffee, please visit our district’s website

for a copy of the PowerPoint with the information we presented.

We have not wasted any time jumping into the first theme of our

reading series: Off to Adventure! In this theme, students are reading

fascinating selections about adventures. Students will learn and apply

the concepts of cause/effect, sequencing, and making inferences. Third

graders are reviewing writing in complete sentences and turning those

sentences into paragraphs. Students will also write a personal narrative.

The Rotary Club recently donated brand-new Webster’s Dictionaries to

all of our third graders. Students practiced their letter-writing skills

when they wrote thank you letters to the Rotary.

In math, students are reviewing many concepts they learned in second

grade while familiarizing themselves with all of the different math

materials we will be using this year: our Math Journal, Student

Reference Book (SRB), Home Links, and Tool Kit. Students are very

excited to begin using the Student Reference Book for the first time. It is

a great reference tool to use both in school and at home when a student

is stuck on a particular problem or needs a refresher.

Students are also switching for Science and Social Studies! Ms. Berkley

and Mrs. Eland will be teaching Social Studies, while Miss Javorsky and

Mrs. Notarian will be teaching Science. In Science, students started off

the school year by answering the question, “What is Science?” and

discussing what scientists do. Students will engage in various activities to

practice following directions and making observations, as well as using

the scientific process. In Social Studies, students are learning about

citizenship, and rights and responsibilities. Third graders are always

excited to learn with another teacher and this year is no different!
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Grade Four
We are off to a great start in 4th

grade. The students have been busy

writing Bio poems of a character from

his/her summer reading book. We

have a new reading series for

Language Arts. We will be studying 6

themes in 4th grade. Our first theme is

about journeys. Our first story we are

reading is called Akiak. This is about a

journey for a musher and her sled dog

team. We will be reading many more

exciting journeys throughout this unit.

In math, we are finishing up Unit 1 on

polygons and their attributes. The

students have also learned how to use

a compass to draw circles. We will be

moving into Unit 2 that will cover using

numbers and organizing data.

“Where in the World is Ohio?” is the

topic we are studying in social studies.

Students have been reviewing how to

read a map and learning that every

map includes the following: a compass

rose, scale, title, symbols and map

key/legend. We will be discussing

what states border Ohio and the major

bodies of water.

Students have been learning about the

science tools that they will be using all

year to do investigations and how to

use the tools properly. They are

getting ready to start the unit on land

and water.
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Inside the Art Room Door

We are off to a great start in the art room! The fourth graders are working on their watercolor paintings

of Mrs. Kecskemety’s sunflowers. They have drawn very large Georgia O’Keeffe style flowers with

overlap. They are using wet on dry, dry on wet, and wet on wet watercolor techniques to paint their

pictures along with glazing. In third grade, we have created a pop art picture Bridget Riley style and

reviewed space, color, and rhythm. We are listening to the title song from Hairand” A BadDayin theArt

Roomóand creatingòBadHair Dayópicturesfor pictureday. In second grade, we reviewed landscapes

and are making 3-D pop up pictures featuring family Labor Day activities. First grade has reviewed line

and shapes and created folk art pictures of school buses similar to Mose Tolliver. We will be talking

about Grandma Moses and contrasting holidays in the past with holidays today. In kindergarten, we

turned lines into shapes and are now transforming alphabet letters into pictures. We also watched

William Wegman’s Weimaraner dogs make AlphabetSoup.

Welcome back! I am excited to start another great school year. As the school counselor for Northfield Elementary, I work with

all grade levels (K-4) to help students grow socially, emotionally, and to help them be successful learners. I am scheduled in the

building all day every day. Throughout the school year I visit all classrooms to talk about the role of the school counselor and

share lessons about bully prevention, conflict resolution, problem solving, friendship making and how to cooperate with others. In

the fall and spring I am the test coordinator for our building and organize testing such as the Ohio State Achievement tests and

the In View and Terra Nova tests.

At the beginning of the school year I meet with all new students to Northfield to aid in their adjustment to a new school. I meet

with new students by having lunch with them in small groups. Students get to meet with their school counselor, talk with other new

students in the building and share how they are doing with each other.

I serve as the advisor for the Peer Mediation Program. This program helps students learn and develop conflict resolution skills.

Student mediators are trained in third and fourth grade to help their peers solve problems peacefully with each other. Students

learn to talk about their problem, share their feelings and come up with solutions that both parties can agree on.

I also serve our students through small group counseling sessions. Some of the groups that have been offered to students are

Friendship, Changing Families, Dealing with Anger, Dealing with Stress, and Grief and Loss. The group sessions help students

develop coping skills, make friends and offer support. Students participate in these groups on an as needed basis and by

parent permission.

As the saying goes, “Sticks and stones may break my bones but words can never hurt me.” But, in the case of young girls, mean

words really can hurt.

Tips for a Great School Year

1. Create a smooth takeoff each day. Give your child a hug

before she ventures out the door and you head off to work.

2. Prepare for a happy landing at the end of the day when

you reconvene. Create a predictable ritual such as 10-20

minutes listening to your child talk about his day – before

you check phone messages, read the mail, or begin dinner.

3. Fill your child’s lunchbox with healthy lunches. Have dinner

at a reasonable hour and a healthy breakfast. A well-

balanced diet maximizes your child’s learning potential.

Tuck a “love note” in your child’s lunch bag to let her know

how special she is.

4. Remember it’s your children’s homework – NOT yours.

Create a specific homework space that’s clutter-free and

quiet. Encourage editing and double-checking work, but

allow your kids to make mistakes, as it’s the only way

teachers can gauge if they understand the material. It’s

also how children learn responsibility for the quality of their

work.

5. Fill your home with books to read, books simply to look at ,

and books that provide answers to life’s many questions.

The public or school library is an excellent resource.

6. Be a partner with your child’s teacher. When you need to

speak to him or her in reference to a specific issue with

your child, do it privately, not in front of your child. Make a

point never to criticize your child’s teacher in front of your

child.

7. Set up a system where routine items are easily located –

such as backpacks, shoes, and signed notices.

8. Plan a routine for bedtime and stick to it
