SCRIP The Why’s and What’s
Why does SCRIP exist?
SCRIP exists as a fundraiser, a necessary element to sustain and grow a non-profit ministry.  It is a means to bridge the gap between the expense of educating a child at NHCS and the tuition charged at NHCS.  It is also a way to build community, as those passionate about NHCS work together toward the common goal of “training up children in THE way…”  

Why do we have FAITH in the SCRIP program?
The SCRIP Fundraising Program at NHCS enjoys a unique position in the realm of fundraisers … it has the exclusive benefit of allowing families to fundraise through expenses already in their family budget.  It does not require families to purchase above and beyond their basic needs.  Instead, it allows families to use their resources WHILE benefiting NHCS.  A $100 grocery bill remains a $100 grocery bill … and along the way, NHCS receives a $5 donation.  Access to SCRIP is NOT limited to NHCS families.  Anyone wishing to support the ministry – and many do! -  may participate in fundraising with SCRIP.
What are the supporting FACTS?
In the past 3 Fundraising Years, our records show:
5/2008-4/2009
over $500,000 in sales representing profits in excess of $53,000

5/2009-3/2010
over $636,000 in sales representing profits in excess of $49,000*

4/2010-3/2011
over $715,000 in sales representing profits in excess of $39,000

4/2011-present
over $270,000 in sales representing profits in excess of $20,000

Since May of 2008, NHCS has managed $2,120,000 in sales of gift cards!  That is more than 42,000 gift cards changing hands and represents earnings of over $161,000.  
These sales represent purchases recorded on-line and not all purchases are made using the on-line application

* The decrease is due to a decline in rebates from Kwik Trip - 20% year one and 10% year two.
A team of at least 2 volunteers, working a minimum of 15 hours per week, 52 weeks each year, accomplishes this effort.  
Who or what is SCRIP about?
SCRIP is about people coming together and sharing a desire to see children grow up to be the very best God has intended.  It is about wisely using our God-given resources to provide education in a God-centered, “more Jesus-less world” environment.  It is about engaging in a WIN-WIN for the ministry of NHCS.
