SCRIP For New Users

Closing the “gap” – Managing your Family Fundraising Fee

The SCRIP Fundraising Program at NHCS continues to enjoy a unique position in the realm of fundraisers … it has the exclusive benefit of allowing families to fundraise through expenses already in their family budget.  The program has grown exponentially over the past couple of years, in availability, accessibility and usage.  Many families have been successful in bridging the gap between tuition and the actual cost to educate students at NHCS. 
The way SCRIP works … MANY businesses make it possible for NHCS to purchase gift cards/gift certificates at a reduced price.  Those gift cards/gift certificates are then sold a face value.  The difference in purchase price and face value is referred to as a “REBATE.” 


Example:
$100 Kwik Trip Gas Card, discounted by 10%




$100 value - $90 purchase price = $10 Rebate
The “rebate” is beneficial to the ministry of NHCS when used to reduce fees & tuition; it is especially beneficial when the “rebate” is given to NHCS as a charitable contribution.  It is our hope that, since SCRIP exists to benefit the ministry of NHCS, families willingly choose to use SCRIP rebates to reduce fees & tuition and to make charitable contributions to NHCS.
We celebrate and praise God for His workings in the program.  Over the years, we have worked to increase the inventory on hand, provide volunteer selling hours, bolster the balance in the SCRIP checking account … and, we have given over $150,000 toward the operations of NHCS.   

This program continues, through coordinated volunteer efforts, with the sole purpose of helping families meet their FFF.  With the goal in mind, this note serves to introduce and review some important points of the SCRIP Program.

· SCRIP is for everyone … please do not hesitate to inquire about the program, especially if you are new to NHCS.  Inquire in the School Office – we are happy to help and encourage your participation.

· SCRIP is available for pick-up or purchase mornings from 7:45-8 am, after Quiet Bible Time and during School Office hours (as established by NHCS) and Sundays between NHLC services.  

· All of the SCRIP offerings are listed on the www.shopwithscrip.com website.  Create an account, using Enrollment Code 716E5FE82588, to view all offerings (local and national) for NHCS.  
· Order SCRIP on line at www.shopwithscrip.com to ensure your FFF data is most current.  Ordering and access to your account is available 24/7 on the website. 

· “Special” SCRIP orders (we have many vendors on hand, but not all) are placed on Monday, making them available for pick-up by Friday of the same week.
· Payment is due at the time orders are placed.

If you shop at Woodman’s, pick up lunch at Culver’s, buy school clothes, paint a bedroom, fill your gas tank, go to the movies, watch TV, rent a DVD, go out for ice cream, hang window treatments, get a haircut, vacation at Disney (to name a few), you can be earning $$ toward your FFF!

Example:


As part of a summer remodeling project, one NHCS family purchased windows from Home Depot.  Their purchase of Anderson windows, with a $4300 price tag, earned a $155.00 SCRIP rebate.  


Using SCRIP for groceries alone looks like this … $100/week spent at Woodman’s is $5200/year in grocery expense and $234 in FFF.
SCRIP is available … 
We have worked hard to expand the availability for pick-up or purchase.

~ 7:45 am … each morning, there are volunteers selling SCRIP in the school entryway from 7:45-8 am.  This is done by parent volunteers to make buying easier for you and to ensure the School Office staff is not overrun in the morning.   Thank you to our SCRIP-selling volunteers!

~ School Office hours … when the School Office is staffed and after Quiet Bible Time, SCRIP is available for pick-up or Top Twelve purchase.  Please have your Order Confirmation ready, along with payment.  School Office hours are posted on the office door.  You may also place your order in the School “Drop Box.”  It is passed along to the SCRIP Team for handling.

~ Sundays … on Sundays, SCRIP is sold between Worship Celebrations at NHLC.  Many families take advantage of picking up orders at that time.
~ NHLC Office Hours … a limited supply of SCRIP (Woodman’s, Copp’s, Wal-Mart, Kwik Trip and Kohl’s) is available in the church office from Joan Dietz.  These seem to be the cards most in demand, in a pinch.  Again, be sure to have your Order Confirmation ready, along with payment. 
SCRIP also makes a wonderful budgeting tool.  A growing number of families place regular orders for their basic needs (food, gas, clothing).
SCRIP offerings … 

The www.shopwithscrip.com website lists all the gift cards and gift certificates available to NHCS families, along with their denomination and % profit.  The on-line website also has the benefit of 24/7 availability and access to your SCRIP account.  To create an account you need the Enrollment Code for NHCS - 716E5FE82588 and your e-mail (if you choose, you are NOT contacted by our vendor).  Your e-mail is available to the SCRIP Team and you may, on occasion, receive information from a SCRIP volunteer.  Once an account is created, you are able to view all offerings (local and national) for NHCS.  You are sure to be amazed at the many ways SCRIP can be used.
SCRIP on line … 

To help with the management of your FFF, we ask you create an account at www.shopwithscrip.com.  Since SCRIP exists for the purpose of helping families meet their FFF, we need your help in easing the administration of the program.  The “software” housed on this website is FREE to NHCS and it tracks your family’s participation (reducing the need for labor-intensive volunteer hours).  We encourage you to plan ahead and shop on-line.  Your shopping can be done anywhere, anytime.  At the close of the transaction, an Order Confirmation form is generated for use in filling your order.   On-line ordering is the ONLY way to ensure your FFF is credited and your FFF data is most current. 
“Special” SCRIP orders  … 

Over the past year, we have worked hard to build inventory and offerings, but we can’t have everything on-hand.  Special orders can include items that are not normally in inventory or large quantities of an item.  Ordering is done weekly on Mondays, for most offerings, and special orders can be included at that time.  If submitted on-line by 9 am on Monday, your order should be available by school-end on Friday. 

SCRIP payment ~ due with order ...
When submitting an Order Confirmation, please include the payment (cash or check to NHCS).  This ensures funds are available to purchase or replenish SCRIP.  While participation is optional, some families have chosen to register for PrestoPay(, which debits your checking account for the amount of the order plus a $0.39 handling fee (see details on the shopwithscrip.com website).    
Applying SCRIP “Rebates”
It cannot be said enough … the SCRIP program exists for the sole purpose of supporting the ministry of New Hope Christian School.  From an IRS perspective, SCRIP may not exist for the benefit of any one individual or family; it may not exist “for the benefit of private interests.”  We are continuing this volunteer-led program, knowing and believing it is best for NHCS as a whole.  Our SCRIP program has seen an explosion in growth – Praise God!  We have designed our SCRIP program to ENSURE IRS COMPLIANCE and EASE THE ADMINISTRATION of the program.
After an administrative fee of 10%, the balance of the “rebate” is applied to the Family Fundraising Fee.  When the FFF is met, the balance is divided with 50% applied to tuition and 50% donated to NHCS.

Example – FFF not yet met: $10 SCRIP Rebate for SCRIP purchased


$10 Rebate - $1 Administrative Fee (10%) = $9

$ 9 applied to the FFF

Example – FFF met: $10 SCRIP Rebate for SCRIP purchased


$10 Rebate - $1 Administrative Fee (10%) = $9

$4.50 applied to tuition (not charitable)


$4.50 donated to NHCS (charitable)


(In situations where tuition & fees are paid in full, $9 is the charitable amount)
A charitable contribution statement is provided for all SCRIP rebates designated as “charitable.”
