Magill’s Survey of American Literature and World Literature – 8 volumes, includes 
analysis of major works. 
 
American Writers, British Writers, European Writers: Biographical information as well as 
a survey of the author’s writings and assessment of the subject’s works as a whole. 
 
Critical Survey of Long Fiction – 10 volumes. Biographical, cultural and critical 
information. 
 
World Literature and its Times – 8 volumes by region of the world. Cultural and historical 
information about selected authors and works.

Discovering Collection.  Search by book title. May be duplicate of criticism found in 

Contemporary Literary Criticism (CLC) or TCLC.  Good for biographical 
information also.  

 
Electric Library: search by book title (in quotes) and author to be more specific.  Use 

Advanced Search to select scholarly journals only. 
Includes The New York Times from 1984 to present. 
 

ProQuest: Click on Advanced Search and type in author’s name and select PERSON 
from pull-down menu.  On second line (AND) enter title of book.  Also try 
SUBJECT from pull-down menu and term Literary  Criticism and/or Book Review 
and click on FULL TEXT only.  Includes NY Times Book Review from 1997. 

 
GaleGroup: The Twayne Author Series – 600 full-text books on US and world            

authors.  Go to Author A-Z, choose your author’s last name, and then check table 
of contents for your book.
