


surfaces on the buses. Both departments use a product that is safe for the environment
and also destroys a broad range of germs and viruses including HIN1 or swine flu.

7. All schools will reinforce the importance of respiratory etiquette. Students will be
reminded to cover noses and mouths with a tissue when coughing or sneezing.

8. We ask that you know the signs and symptoms of the flu. They are: fever (100 degrees
Fahrenheit); cough, sore throat, a runny or stuffy nose, body aches, headache and feeling
very tired. Some people may also vomit and/or have diarrhea.

In summary, we will continue to collect information from all health agencies and disseminate it
to the school community as it becomes available to us. Please check our website periodically for
any new information.

Just as we will confer with health experts, we encourage families to do so as well. For more
information about the flu, visit www.flu.gov or call 1-800-CDC-INFO.
